
REQUIREMENTS TO THE STRUCTURE AND CONTENT OF PAPER WORK
Topics

The choice of topics is carried out by student from the list of the topics for self-organized work provided in the course program. Students may specify chosen topic or propose another one, related to Business Economics. In such case he or she must get the agreement of the teacher. Paper, written on the inappropriate topic, will not be considered.

Research project should be the result of an analysis of and theoretical materials and practical matters.

The object of study in the course work can be individual firms, enterprises, methods, management processes, structural units and systems of an enterprise operating in a foreign market.

Introduction 

The introduction tells the reader what the paper is about, the relevance of the topic of course work is justified, the purpose and tasks of the organization's economy are determined at the present stage, the characteristics of the current state of the problem, as well as the subject and object of the study, are given. It includes a statement of the problem being addressed, the position being defended, or the writer’s hypothesis.
The introduction is composed of a number of components. The components used and the order of presentation depends on the purpose of the paper. 

Here are typical components of an introduction: 

1. The background provides the reader with general information that is needed to understand the content of the paper. 

2. The purpose outlines the objective of the paper. 

3. The approach describes the process or methodology the author used to achieve the purpose. This usually includes an activity such as analyzing or comparing. 

Object and subject of the research should be determined.

Your introduction should be impressive and grab the reader's attention.  This is important in order to encourage or induce the reader to continue. Of course, the examiner is obliged to continue but you are much better off if he or she wants to continue. Your introduction should be impressive and grab the reader's attention. Body of the work

It is important to try and ensure that the body of your work is a smooth continuation of the introduction. As much as possible try to ensure a similar rhythm, pace and tone.

When writing your paper take care with the construction of paragraphs. A paragraph should focus on a central idea and develop that idea with several supporting sentences. Ensure that paragraphs are arranged in a logical manner and avoid being repetitive.
The main section should include theoretical and practical parts.

In the theoretical part of the course work, an analysis of the theory on the chosen topic is given. The theoretical part of the course work is carried out on the basis of careful study of literature sources and contains theoretical aspects of the production and economic activities of the enterprise. Sources of necessary information can be textbooks, teaching aids, professional journals, monographs, statistical guides, regulatory and legal materials, etc.

In practical terms, its practical application is analyzed at a specific enterprise or example. The analytical part is based on the quantitative or qualitative analysis of indicators, processes or other information available that characterize the production and economic activities of the enterprise and provide an opportunity to predict improvements in the overall management and profitability of the enterprise, its resilience to the influence of external factors of market relations.

The development and justification of measures to improve the efficiency of the enterprise should contain sound proposals for improving the activities of the enterprise. Based on the obtained results and conclusions in the process of implementation of the theoretical and design part, the measures aimed at increasing the efficiency of the enterprise activity are determined.
Conclusion 

The logical conclusion of the course work is the conclusions. The conclusion section should recap the major points of your paper. Their main goal is the results of the work done. Conclusions are a brief summary of each chapter and the work as a whole. They show the extent to which the goals formulated in the introduction have been achieved, and the tasks of the work have been solved. In the conclusions it is necessary to indicate the results of calculations, positive moments and shortcomings of a practical nature, as well as specific recommendations for their elimination. 

However, perhaps more importantly, the conclusion should also interpret what you have written and what it means in the bigger picture. The conclusions reached should be well supported by the body of your work. Try to ensure that the conclusion gives appropriate insights into the research paper topic. It is essential to check that the conclusions, questions raised or suggested solutions are strongly supported within the report.

If your paper presents a clear thesis statement followed by well-organized supporting evidence in the body, the conclusions should be obvious to the reader. Nonetheless, your conclusions need to be stated explicitly for your reader. 

Bibliography

The list of used literature reflects the amount of sources (used and the degree of study of the topic, indicating the level of mastering the skills of working with scientific literature. It includes books, textbooks, articles in journals, methodological materials, normative documents, legislative acts, etc. at least 15, together with the corporate and other websites)
Appendix

The appendix contains material and documents that are used as illustrations and which, because of the large volume, it is inappropriate to put in the main text.
The volume of the course work must be at least 30 pages, Times New Roman font 14, from the frontage till references.
Expressing Ideas in the Course Paper

Logical Development 

Once you have collected all of the information that you need to support your argument, place it in an order that follows an understandable pattern. This is difficult to do because you must determine how to guide your reader through material that you understand quite well. As you plan and organize your paper, try to present your material in a sequence that is easy for someone else to follow. You may find that it takes you several attempts to find the best organization. Remember that you can use headings and transitions to help signal the paper’s organization to your reader. 

Coherence and Unity 

Coherence means that an idea presented in a sentence flows logically to the next sentence. Coherence helps you write paragraphs that are focused on one topic, instead of paragraphs with ideas that jump from one topic to another. 

Unity means that a paragraph is about one main topic. Every sentence must in some way support the main topic. The only exception may be the last sentence in the paragraph when it is used as a transition to the next paragraph. In this case, the transition sentence must clearly connect to the main ideas of both paragraphs. 

Conciseness 

Academic writing should be direct and to the point. Eliminate redundancy unless it is used to summarize a section or help the reader recall information placed much earlier in the paper. Defining terms unfamiliar to the audience is a legitimate reason to lengthen the paper 

Critical Thinking: Analyzing 

Analyzing is the process of breaking something into its component parts to examine how each part works or how the parts work together. For example, a paper presenting how a computer works may discuss how individual parts, such as the central processing unit and the disk drive, operate. This may be followed by a discussion about how the parts work together. 

Critical Thinking: Comparing 

Comparing is the examination of different objects, processes, events, or concepts in a search for similarities. For example, one might compare how business people in different industries make purchasing decisions and devise a new model of decision-making. 

Critical Thinking: Contrasting 

Contrasting is the examination of different objects, processes, events, or concepts in a search for differences. For example, one might compare computer programs written by different learners in order to discover the different categories of mistakes that are made. 

Critical Thinking: Synthesizing 

Synthesizing is the process of combining two or more objects, processes, events, or concepts in order to produce something new. For example, one may synthesize an individual’s personality, interests, and skills into a product “brand” in order to understand what job in a company might provide the best fit. 

Critical Thinking: Evaluating or Assessing 

Evaluating or assessing is the process of examining something against a proven or generally accepted standard. For example, one might evaluate the courses in an accounting program by assessing them against the standards provided by a national organization of accountants.

Critical Thinking: Combining Multiple Strategies 

There are occasions where two or more intellectual activities are combined within one paper. For example, one may analyze how well the parts of an educational administration program are working (analysis) and then compare the parts to standards set by a national organization (evaluating).

Writing Fundamentals for the Paper work

Most academic writing is in the third person. Although “the researcher” or “the writer” is technically in the third person, it still refers to an implied first person. Writing in the first person draws attention to the person doing the action; writing in the third person draws attention to the actions themselves. 

When you write a paper, you should assume that your audience is educated, but not necessarily knowledgeable about the specific subject of your paper. Consequently, you cannot assume that the audience understands discipline-specific terms. Be sure to define words that may be unfamiliar to your audience. 

The tone of the language used in your course paper should be passionate and persuasive, but not emotional or judgmental. Your writing should be courteous, tactful, and respectful. 

Whenever you use someone else’s ideas, you must acknowledge them in your citations and references. 

Tables, graphs, and figures should be used to help the reader understand information presented in the text. Figures do not need to be limited to the presentation of information; they may also be used to stimulate interest in a topic. 
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
